Course Overview: 
The first half of the year will be on the causes and important battles during the Revolutionary War. The second semester will focus on the Constitutional Convention, Constitution and Bill of Rights. Class will consist of lectures, notes, videos, and the occasional re-enactment. Students will periodically be given handouts with questions. Handouts should take about a half hour to read and a half hour to write thorough answers. 3 Written tests will be given to students.

 
Students in this class will be expected to speak often in front of the class and other audience members.
 
Major goals for the student:
1.     Understand the make-up of the colonies during pre-Revolutionary times.
2.     Identify key agitations leading up to revolt.
3.     Analyze the casus belli of the American Revolution.
4.     Present and defend positions in an essay format during written tests.
5.     Develop the ability to collect and organize ideas, evaluate evidence, perceive logical connections, think and speak in a reasoned manner by linking ideas together, express the notions and ideas put forth by the Founding Fathers.
